Lynn Harvey 

Several MSUE staff members, and programs and one 
supporter received awards during the ANR Week 
Luncheon March 11 on campus.  Lynn R. Harvey, the 
MSU Extension associate director of operations and a 
professor in the MSU Department of Agricultural 
Economics, received the CANR distinguished faculty 
award. He has an excellent record of scholarship and 
outreach during his 36-year career at MSU.   
 

Harvey has served as a board member of Epsilon 
Sigma Phi, the national organization for Extension 
professionals, and as a member of the Michigan 
Political Leadership Program’s advisory board. He is 
past president of the MSU Extension Specialists  

Association.  He received his B.S., M.S. and Ph.D. from Michigan State 
University.  
 

MSU Trustee Don Nugent received the Friend of 
Extension award.  Nugent’s family has been active in 
the horticulture industry for several generations. He 
graduated from Michigan State University in 1965 
and returned to his family farm to grow cherries and 
apples.  In 1973 he formed Graceland Fruit 
Cooperative, Inc. with a group of local farmers who 
came together to process their tart cherry crop. 
 

He has held many leadership positions in local and 
statewide organizations and has received numerous 
industry awards. Nugent has been a stalwart 
supporter of MSU research and Extension programs 
and has been a member of the MSU Board of  
Trustees since 1994.   
 

John Hannah Award for Excellence in Extension Programming was awarded to the 
Michigan 4-H Youth Conservation Council and the Family Nutrition Program.  
 

For the past six years, 13-19 year-olds have been honing their research skills, 
developing communication strategies and joining forces to highlight 
environmental issues through the 4-H Youth Conservation Council. The youths 
gather data from face-to-face interviews, Internet searches, written publications, 
professional experts, letter writing and phone conservations. Each year during 
Earth Day they present testimony to a Michigan Senate or House committee on a 
select issue. The Michigan 4-H Youth Conservation Council is an example of how 
4-H can prepare young people for active civic responsibilities.

For a decade the Michigan Family Nutrition Program (FNP) has provided educational services to food stamp-
eligible families in every county. The program helps adults and youths learn to adopt healthy food choices, 
practice good food safety and gain access to nutritious food to improve their nutrition and health.  
Trained FNP program associates meet families and individuals for one-on-one or group educational sessions. 
In one year, The Family Nutrition Program reaches more than 55,000 households and provides about 
71,000 direct contacts with adults and 95,000 direct contacts with youths. The Family Nutrition Program is a 
cornerstone of Extension’s efforts to reach limited resource families with educational assistance that makes 
a difference.

Senate recommends funding levels stay the same 
 

The 2004-05 budget lines for MSUE and MAES would remain the same as in the current fiscal year under the 
plan approved by the Michigan Senate on March 31. The Senate completed action on the higher education 
budget bill (SB 1067) prior to beginning a two-week spring recess. This budget plan differs from the 
governor's proposal to reduce the funding for MSUE and MAES by three percent each. House Appropriations 
Higher Education Sub-committee hearings on this measure will begin when legislators return from recess on 
April 20. The legislature is expected to complete work on the state budget by mid-June.

New Agriculture Network to provide organic growing season information 
 

MSU is the lead institution for a new partnership with Purdue University and the University of Illinois called 
the New Agriculture Network. The network will be structured like the existing CAT-ALERT system. Twice a 
month through conference phone calls, nine organic growers will share crop updates and advice with 
Extension personnel from the three universities to generate information at a new Web site.  
 

University specialists will also write articles about a variety of practices and new findings useful for organic 
growers. The result will be an online newsletter with a library of resources that can be read on the Internet 
or printed and distributed.
